**Bib numbers will not be used – athletes should obtain hip numbers 30-60minutes ahead of their event at the check in table near the finish line and then report to their starting line 10minutes before their event. (800m and up)

Races will be run fast to slow.
Field Events

Pole Vault

 Men

· The hot flight (athletes with a seed mark of 4.45m or higher) will be run first with an opening height of 4.27m  and then progress at 15cm increments.  Athletes that qualify for this flight can choose to compete in the 2nd flight if they would like – please notify the official upon arrival to the venue.

· Second flight will have 45 minutes of warm up following the completion of the hot flight.  Opening height will be  3.50m progressing to 3.80m, 4.00m and then continue at 15 cm increments.

 Women

· Women will have 60 minutes of warm up following the completion of the men’s competition.  Competition will be run with in one flight with a starting height of 2.74m progressing to 3.04m, 3.24m and then continue at 15cm increments.
High Jump
 Men

· Competition will be run with one flight with a starting height of 1.75m progressing to 1.85m and then will continue at 5 cm increments.

Women

· Women will have 60 minutes of warm up following the completion of the men’s competition.  Competition will be run with one flight with a starting height of 1.45m progressing to 1.55m and then will continue at 5 cm increments.  
Throwing Events

Due to the large amounts of rainfall we have received over the past 2 weeks, we have relocated the hammer competition to an alternate site.  It will now be held at the University of Indianapolis. Implements will be weighted at the site.
· All throwers will have their first legal attempt measured.  After the thrower has a mark, additional throws will only be measured if they are beyond the following minimum marks:

 

M Hammer - 42.00 m

W Hammer - 40.00 m

M Discus - 41.00 m

W Discus - 35.00 m

M Shot Put – 13.50 m

W Shot Put - 11.00 m

M Javelin - 38.00 m

W Javelin - 28.00m

· A maximum 15 minute warm-up period will take place between flights.

· Due to facility limitations, javelin warm up will begin after the conclusion of high jump and discus.

· For Hammer, Discus & Javelin - we will be conducting the throwing events in a “hot flight” format where flights 1 & 2 will throw their preliminary attempts.  The top 9 will advance to finals and finals will be conducted after flight 2 prelims have concluded.  Upon the conclusion of the finals, prelims for the remaining flights (3 and higher) will take place.

· If an athlete in flight 3 or higher throws a mark that would have qualified him/her for finals, that athlete will be given the opportunity for 3 more throws.

· For Shot Put – we will contest the flights worst to best with finals to be conducted after all prelims are complete.

Horizontal Jumps

· We will be conducting the the long & triple jumps in a “hot flight” format where flights 1 & 2 will jump their preliminary attempts.  The top 9 will advance to finals and finals will be conducted after flight 2 prelims have concluded.  Upon the conclusion of the finals, prelims for the remaining flights (3 and higher) will take place.

· If an athlete in flight 3 or higher jumps a mark that would have qualified him/her for finals, that athlete will be given the opportunity for 3 more throws.

· A maximum 15 minute warm-up period will take place between flights.
